HOLLY HILL, Fla. (March 15, 2010) – – Cobra fans will have a special opportunity to meet Cobra Daytona designer Peter Brock during the 34th annual Classic Motorsports Mitty, the largest historic racing event on the East Coast, April 29 – May 2 at Road Atlanta in Braselton, Ga.
Brock will greet fans and sign autographs in the Cobra Corral Friday afternoon during the event. Cobra Corral participants will be able to participate in a parade lap at Road Atlanta. Brock will also be honored at the BRE Memorial Dinner, Thursday, April 29. Brock, along with several drivers and team members of his famous BRE racing team, will be honored at the event.
“As we continue in the rich tradition of the Mitty, Classic Motorsports is delighted to honor a legend such as Peter Brock,” said Classic Motorsports Publisher Tim Suddard. “In partnership with our truly amazing sponsors, the 2010 Mitty will feature a car corral of historic models unlike anyone has seen before.” 
Brock has a long and storied history of excellence in the automotive industry. He began his career as a designer for General Motors where he penned the original Stingray concept. Later, Brock moved to the West Coast to work for Carroll Shelby on the design for the Cobra Daytona Coupe. The still-young Brock continued his meteoric rise by creating Brock Racing Enterprises in 1965. His team of BRE Datsun race cars quickly began winning trophies and championships across the country, proving to critics that these early Japanese imports could compete with the world. The BRE Datsuns won two national championships and had an unmistakable livery that is among the most recognizable in all of racing.
Only 200 tickets are available for the dinner. Invited guests include former BRE team members John Morton, John McComb, Kirk Allegro, Mac Tilton, Tevor Harris, John Knepp, Joe Cavaglieri, Bruce Burness, John Caldwell and Bob Lyon, who will participate in a panel discussion and review of BRE’s storied history.
Several Cobra clubs will be a part of the Classic Motorsports Mitty weekend including the Factory Five Owners Group, Deep South Cobra Club and Shelby America members.
In the infield, Cobra vendors, including Factory Five, also will offer their products at the Vendor Alley in the Road Atlanta infield. 
For more than 30 years, this gathering at Road Atlanta has been a tribute to all things automotive. In past years, the Classic Motorsports Mitty has attracted the likes of racing legends such as Hurley Haywood, Bobby Rahal and Bob Bondurant.

The race-filled weekend will also feature the Concours d’LeMons, a light-hearted gathering of orphaned or unwanted vintage cars, the Mazda drivers party open to all Mazda owners, the Classic Motorsports Cup race for small-bore cars produced before 1965, the HSR Historic Stock Car event feature former NASCAR racers, and a vintage motorcycle race featuring nostalgic marquees like Triumph, Vincent, Matchless and Norton.
Off-track events to the on-track racing, the Moss Pub will be open Friday and Saturday events with live music from Wes Cobb at the Saturday Night Party, a gigantic swap meet and Vendors Alley all weekend. 
In addition to riding in the Lotus Evora, spectators will have several opportunities to drive their street cars on the track through promotions with several car makers. The 2010 Speedfest will feature more than 20 car clubs representing clubs from throughout the South and various makers such as Datsun, Cobra, Volvo, Jaguar, Porsche, Alfa Romeo, Lotus and Fiat-Lancia.
